Lull was ready to pour out this sacrifice
on the altar. The vision remained with
him, and his love to God demanded exer-
cise in showing forth that love to men.

He was not in doubt that God had chosen
him to preach to the Saracens and win
them to Christ. He only hesitated as to
the best method to pursue. All the past
history of his native land and the struggle
yet going on in Spain emphasized for him
the greatness of the task before him.

The knight of Christ felt that he could
not venture into the arena unless he had
good armor. The son of the soldier who

had fought the Moors on many a bloody
