ers. Animated by these sentiments, he
crossed over to Bugia on August 14, and
for nearly a whole year labored secretly
among a little circle of converts, whom on
his previous visits he had won over to the
Christian faith.

Both to these converts,and to any others
who had boldness to come and join them
in religious conversation, Lull continued to
expatiate on the one theme of which he
never seemed to tire, the inherent superior-
ity of Christianity to Islam. He saw that
the real strength of Islam 1is not in the
second clause of its all too brief creed,
but in its first clause. The Mohammedan
conception of the unity and the attributes
of God is a great half-truth. Their whole
philosophy of religion finds its pivot In
their wrong idea of absolute monism in
the Deity. We do not find Lull wasting
arguments to disprove Mohammed’s mis-

sion, but presenting facts to show that Mo-
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
