not led to desire to make amends for the

neglect of the centuries. It is six centuries

since Lull fell at Bugia. Is that martyr

dom never to have its fruitage? Shall we

not now at last wake from the sleep of the

generations and give the Savior His place

above the Prophet, and the crescent' its

place beneath the cross?
