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case of the Copts, the Church also, has interfered

to break up the violent mourning of the women at

the time of deaths. Yet very little have they

yielded.

This is only one of a thousand instances in which,

despite all restrictions, they do as they please. But

their influence reaches to far deeper things. They

cling to superstitions and a false faith with far more

tenacity than do the men. They bring up their chil

dren in the same way. It is they who make the

marriages for their sons; and they rule their

daughters-in-law. They keep many a man from act

ing up to his religious convictions, and drag many

a one back to the denial of his faith. They submit

in many things; they are weaker, but it is true that

work for women lies at the very foundation of mis

sion work. An Egyptian once said in answer to a

statement that the primary object of Mission schools

for girls was to lead them to Christ, "If you get the

girls for Christ, you get Egypt for Christ."
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
